A typical, zingy, fresh Sauvignon Blanc with lots of grassy, herbaceous aromas & a touch 
of lime sorbet, melon & passion fruit.

Berry-fruit Cabernet 
complemented by warm, spicy, plummy Shiraz notes, with soft tannins would partner well 
with ratatouille or perhaps a pepper steak.

 6 Pinot Grigio - Italian   
Rosato del Veneto 2010 abv 12%  
Pinot Grigio is neither dark or light skinned (actually somewhere in between) as such it 
lends itself well to the production of pink wines. Just off-dry with delicious peach and 
strawberry flavours this fashionable combination is a good choice for many wine lists.

As such it 
makes for a good food wine and is particularly good with seafood.
